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Speed Writing

In order for you to copy code at a rapid speed you will need to form some new habits with
your letter reproduction skills. With the advent of the computer, many code enthusiasts
simply copy code on the keyboard. You may not always have a computer with you when
you need to copy, so it is a good idea to learn to write letters the fastest way possible.
Typically this means picking up your pen or pencil as few times as possible. A single
motion is much quicker than two or three separate strokes. We have developed the
characters shown below in an effort to demonstrate how the alphabet and numbers can
be written quite rapidly. If you decide to use these, practice them until you can copy the
whole alphabet with letters in about 20 seconds. We have arranged them below in the
order they are presented in the book, but for practice, just see how fast you can write the
alphabet in order and add the numerals and punctuation at the end. If you can write them
in 20 seconds you will be able to copy code at 20WPM when the time comes.
