Word to TreePad/XML macro converter setup file.

About the setup:

If you didn’t notice any message during opening of this document, your Word security level is set to maximum. Use tools->macros->security to set it to low or minimum, then reopen this document.

If you have noticed a warning and chosen “Disable macros”, reopen it again too, enabling macros.

The “Setup” will copy it’s macro module (“Treepad”) to your Normal template and add a menuitem “Convert to TreePad/XML” to your “File” menu. After that You do not need to open this document (setup.doc) any more. If launching the setup again you will see error message if the module is already installed.

“Uninstall”:

No uninstall procedure available yet. You can easily remove the menuitem from File menu common way and the module from Visual Basic Editor.

About the converter:

There’s sense to convert Your document to TreePad or XML format if it has heading style paragraphs (it means “Heading1”-“Heading9” and styles based on them - like this document headings): they can be converted to nodes. You will be asked from which outline level heading style paragraphs will be converted to nodes; paragraphs of lower levels will become article text.

All auto-numbers will be converted to text and tabs in node paragraphs – to spaces.

In XML file both the node and the article will become CDATA sections under the respective node. The only unwelcome string in CDATA section is the section closing tag: “]]>”. Be sure it doesn’t appear in your document (use Edit-Replace)– the macro does not check it. 

The results will seem rather strange if there is a text in your Word document having heading styles where they should not be. I cannot do anything about this…. 

Note: the macro saves the active document as it is, creates new TreePad or XML simple text file, saves to source file directory with the same name and HJT- or –XML extension and then asks  if you want to open the created document. HJT-file should be open by your Treepad, XML-file – by your default browser.

The tables can be handled in two ways: one row to one line or column of fields.

So, this table

Can be converted this way (one row to one line):

or this way (column of fields)

Age: 21

You will be asked from which column count to convert second way. Of course, it’s easier to read wide tables second way. And remember, that first way tabbed list you can easily copy to Excel or Word and convert back to table.

As for tables with merged cells, they will be converted to simple columns of their paragraphs marked as “irregular table data”
